Guidance Note – Ionising Radiation

Research involving Ionising Radiation, IRMER Compliance 

All radiation exposures carried out as part of research studies must comply with the Ionising Radiation (Medical Exposures) Regulations 2000 (IRMER). This applies regardless of whether the Trust is the lead site or a participating site in a multi-centre study, or the study is confined to one site

Regardless of whether a study is a multi-centre or confined only to Addenbrooke’s, researchers are strongly advised to contact the East Anglian Regional Radiation Protection Service at an early stage in planning their study to discuss local compliance with IRMER and avoid unnecessary delays in obtaining signatures on ethics application forms: 
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
